The relationship between
Monmouthhsire CC and Willmott Dixon now spans 13 years.

The Council’s aspiration was that their new building should offer staff, students and the
community a healthy environment in which to work and learn. The building should be an
educational resource in its own right, sending out a positive environmental message to
pupils and students, teachers and managers, governors, politicians and the wider
community.

The new school is to be constructed on the site whilst maintaining use of the existing
school accommodation during construction period.

The brief also included the team to determine the extent of surplus land following
completion of the works and subsequent development potential.
